Thanks to everyone who helped with our Red Cross 
Blood Drive.  We collected 28 units of blood according to 
the RC site.  Lamb of God may be small in membership 
compared to other area Churches but we sure are big in 
heart and service to our Lord and our Community! 
According to my RC site yesterday we collected 28 units 
of blood with a goal of 31 Units.  We had 26 donors show 
up out of 32 scheduled.  We collected 20 units of whole 
blood and 4 units of power red. 
So far we have held 15 drives, collected 368 units of 
blood, had 398 donors and are averaging 25 units per 
drive.
