Open Doors has released its 2026 World
Watch List, its annual ranking of the 50
countries where Christians face the most
extreme persecution. According to the
numbers, 2 in 5 Christians are persecuted

in Asia, 1in 5 Christians are persecuted in
Africa, and 1in 7 Christians are persecuted
worldwide. Open Doors reports that 4,849
Christians were martyred for their faith in
2025, with 93% of those deaths occurring in
sub-Saharan Africa, and 224,129 Christians
were forced to leave their homes due to violent
persecution. Numbers for both Christian
martyrdom and the displacement of Christians
are up from 2024.. We pray for our brothers
and sisters around the world who face real and
imminent danger due to their faith in Christ.

Protests erupted throughout Iran on Dec. 28
when the Iranian currency plummeted to
record lows. The government, which is hostile
to Christianity, responded with violence

and massacre: According to data from the
Human Rights Activists News Agency, 6,221
people have been killed as of late January.
The number may be higher — it has been
difficult to tally due to misinformation from
the Iranian government and the internet
blackout it implemented in the country. The
Rev. Dr. Christian Tiews, LCMS missionary to
Germany who works with Iranian Lutherans
living there, shared on social media: “Many
of our parishioners have relatives or friends

back home who have been seriously
wounded or killed by the Iranian
Revolutionary Guard Corps. Some
of the victims were Christians. ...
The ultimate hope of the Iranian
people lies ... in the one King who

is not of this world, our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. Our people
know this. At the same time, they
still mourn those who have been
slaughtered. We missionaries and
pastors are privileged to stand
alongside them — rejoicing in times
of rejoicing, and weeping with them
right now — in a time of fear and
extreme sorrow for Iranians the
world over.”

In early January, the Trump
administration, which through the
Department of Health and Human
Services had been withholding
funds from Planned Parenthood,
quietly released tens of millions

of dollars in Title X funding to the
organization. The move came
under pressure of a lawsuit from
the American Civil Liberties Union.
The administration is currently
defending even larger cuts to
Planned Parenthood funding that
were made in summer 2025 when
Congress voted to axe hundreds of

millions of federal Medicaid funds,
though lawmakers would need to
pass another law in order to extend
that cut beyond this summer.

In what has been described

as social media’s “big tobacco
moment,” major platforms are
being sued for intentionally
creating addictive products.
Plaintiffs allege that features such
as infinite scroll and “streaks”

on Snapchat are designed to be
addictive, especially to children,
causing physical and emotional
harm such as anxiety, depression,
body dysmorphia, self-harm

and risk of suicide. Although
Snapchat and TikTok have reached
undisclosed settlements, defendants
Meta and YouTube will likely argue
that social media addiction does not
have a clinical basis or that it cannot
be proved that social media “caused”
these damages. If the plaintiff
prevails, companies could be
required to pay damages or change
their platform design.
