Thank you for your generous gi‘t of $100.00. We wouldn't be able to support our neighbors
struggling with food insecurity without your help.

While many are familiar with seme of our key services, like mobile food distributions and
support for local food pantries, the Food Bank of Eastern Michigan works beyond these
initiatives to ensure that neightors facing hunger can access the food they need.

We collaborate with soup kitchens, shelters, and faith-based organizations, acting as the
main link to large grocery chains so they can directly receive donated products and produce.
Additionally, we provide access to millions of pounds of food from our warehouse, all of which
is distributed to help prepare the meals served by these organizations.

The Food Bank of Eastern Michigan also runs several programs focused on providing healthy
meals to students during both the school year and summer months. Our kitchen prepares
and delivers over 5,000 meals to children every day!

Your donations to the Food Bark of Eastern Michigan help lift the weight of hunger from our
neighbors' shoulders, providing not only food but also much-needed peace of mind to the
communities we serve.
