The Gospel of John 
Wednesdays 10 AM 

On hiatus until April 15th, 2026 
Please join us on Wednesdayôs at 10 AM for our LifeLight Bible Study on 
the Gospel of John. Unlike the other three Gospels, John is not regularly 
included as the appointed Gospel Lesson in the Divine Service. While it 
contains a number of similarities with the other three Gospels, roughly 
90% of its content is without parallel. It focuses on seven of Jesusô signs 
(miracles) that show his divinity, His seven ñI AMò statements where He 
is referring to Himself as Yahweh of the Old Testament, His discourse 
with Nicodemus where we are given the óGospel in a nutshellô (John3:16), 
as well as the raising of Lazarus. 
 
We will begin with a short time of worship followed by a study guided by 
the LifeLight Study guide, which will be made available in the Fellowship 
Hall.
