Love: More Than a Feeling
Love: More Than a Feeling “God is love, and whoever abides in love abides
in God, and God in him.” 1 John 4:16 Around the world, the month of
February is widely known for Valentine’'s Day, a time set aside to celebrate
love. Yet love is often misunderstood as merely an emotional feeling. The
Bible teaches us something far deeper: love is a way of life that reflects the
very character of Christ, as the Apostle Paul beautifully presents in 1
Corinthians 13. One of the clearest biblical examples of deep, genuine love
is found in the relationship between Jacob and his son Joseph in the book
of Genesis. This was not merely emotional affection, but a love rooted
deeply in the heart. When Jacob believed Joseph to be dead, he wept
profusely and mourned for many years, refusing to be comforted. His grief
was so intense that it marked his life permanently (Genesis 37:34-35).
Later in life, though his eyesight had grown dim with age (Genesis 48:10),
his sorrow was miraculously overcome by the joyful reunion with Joseph in
Egypt.
In the same way, Joseph's love for his father was evident. When he
encountered his brothers in Egypt, his first concern was whether his father
was still alive. His longing to see, embrace, and be reunited with his father
reveals a love grounded not merely in emotion, but in faithfulness and
honor.
The Apostle John is known as “the disciple whom Jesus loved.” Yet before
Jesus called him into ministry, John was a very different man. Jesus
referred to John and his brother James as Boanerges, meaning “sons of
thunder.” On one occasion, they even wanted to call down fire from heaven
on a Samaritan village that rejected Jesus. The Lord rebuked them for this
response (Luke 9:51-56). However, by walking closely with Jesus and
spending time in His presence, John was transformed. He became the
disciple most closely associated with love. This same transformation should
be evident in our own lives as we walk with our Lord and Savior. When
people see us, they should recognize that we belong to Christ, people
redeemed by His blood and known by His name (Acts 4:13). Only through
love do we find the strength to forgive others, even when forgiveness
seems humanly impossible, when wounds run deep and painful memories
are difficult to forget.
Scripture reminds us: “Hate stirs up conflict, but love covers all offenses.”
Proverbs 10:12 Church tradition tells us that in his old age, when John
could no longer walk, his disciples would carry him into gatherings and ask
him to speak about Jesus. As his memory began to fade, he would
repeatedly say, “Little children, love one another.” When asked to say more,
he gave the same response. Though he may have forgotten many things,
he never forgot the Lord’s message of love. May we continue to abide in
God's love and reflect the love of Christ in all that we do.
